
24. T    F    Eternal salvation is simple.             
John 6:47 [Jesus said:] “Truly, truly, I say to 
you, he who believes has eternal life.” 

25. T    F    God wants you to know for sure 
about your entrance into heaven.                  
1 John 5:12-13 He who has the Son has the 
life; he who does not have the Son of God 
does not have the life.  These things I have 
written to you who believe in the name of 
the Son of God, in order that you may know 
that you have eternal life. 

26. T    F    Trusting in Christ Jesus for eternal life 
will certainly change your life.                                  
2 Corinthians 5:17 Therefore if any man is in 
Christ, he is a new creature; the old things 
passed away; behold, new things have come. 

27. T    F    Through faith in Jesus, you are a child 
of God and He is your heavenly Father.           
1 John 3:1 See how great a love the Father 
has bestowed upon us, that we should be 
called children of God; and such we are. 

28. T    F    Christians live for Christ, because He 
lived and died for them.                                     
2 Corinthians 5:15 …and He died for all, that 
they who live should no longer live for 
themselves, but for Him who died and rose 
again on their behalf.  Galatians 2:20 …the 
life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith 
in the Son of God, who loved me, and 
delivered Himself up for me. 

29. T    F    Christians, by grace, trust in Jesus for 
eternal life and want to do His will.              
Psalm 111:10 The fear of the LORD is the 
beginning of wisdom; A good understanding 
have all those who do His commandments…                                     
John 15:14 [Jesus said:] “You are My friends 
if you do what I command you.”                           
1 John 2:3 And by this we know that we have 
come to know Him, if we keep His 
commandments. 

30. T    F    God will certainly punish those who 
reject His Son.                                                

Nahum 1:3 …the Lord will by no means leave 
the guilty unpunished.                                 
John 15:6 [Jesus said:] “If anyone does not 
abide in Me, he is thrown away as a branch 
and dries up; and they gather them, and cast 
them into the fire and they are burned.”       
Revelation 14:11 And the smoke of their 
torment goes up forever and ever; and they 
have no rest day and night… 

31. T    F    The Bible will greatly benefit all who 
continue to read, mark, learn, and inwardly 
digest it.                                                        
Joshua 1:8 This book of the law shall not 
depart from your mouth, but you shall 
meditate on it day and night, so that you 
may be careful to do according to all that is 
written in it; for then you will make your way 
prosperous, and then you will have success.             
Psalm 1:1-3 How blessed is the man who 
does not walk in the counsel of the wicked, 
Nor stand in the path of sinners, Nor sit in 
the seat of scoffers!  But his delight is in the 
law of the Lord, And in His law he meditates 
day and night.  And he will be like a tree 
firmly planted by streams of water, Which 
yields its fruit in its season, And its leaf does 
not wither; And in whatever he does, he 
prospers.

1. T    F    There is only one true God.           
Isaiah 45:22 Turn to Me, and be saved, all 
the ends of the earth; For I am God, and 
there is no other. 

2. T    F    The Bible is God’s very word to us.    
2 Timothy 3:16 All Scripture is inspired by 
God and profitable for teaching, for reproof, 
for correction, for training in righteousness. 

3. T    F    All of the Bible is true.                    
Psalm 119:160 The sum of Your word is 
truth…  John 17:17 Your word is truth. 

4. T    F    God is the creator of all.               
Exodus 20:11 …in six days the LORD made 
the heavens and the earth, the sea and all 
that is in them… 

5. T    F    God’s creation was free from sin.        
Genesis 1:31 God saw all that He had made, 
and behold, it was very good. 
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6. T    F    Sin brought death.                             
Genesis 2:17 …from the tree of the 
knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, 
for in the day that you eat from it you will 
surely die. 

7. T    F    Sin and death have spread to all.     
Romans 5:12 …just as through one man 
[Adam] sin entered into the world, and death 
through sin, and so death spread to all men… 

8. T    F    All are sinners from conception.                    
Psalm 51:5 Surely I was sinful at birth, sinful 
from the time my mother conceived me. 

9. T    F    Sin’s penalty is death and eternal 
punishment.                                                 
Romans 6:23 …the wages of sin is death...   
Matthew 25:46 And these will go away into 
eternal punishment... 

10. T    F    God still loves us.                             
John 3:16 For God so loved the world, that 
He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever 
believes in Him shall not perish, but have 
eternal life. 

11. T    F    The Son of God came from heaven 
and put on human flesh to be our Savior.                                             
John 1:1&14 In the beginning was the Word 
[the Son of God], and the Word was with God, 
and the Word was God…. And the Word 
became flesh, and dwelt among us…             
Galatians 4:4 …God sent forth His Son, born 
of a woman, born under the Law, 5 so that 
He might redeem those who were under the 
Law... 

12. T    F    God the Father sent His only Son to 
live without sin (as our perfect substitute).  
Matthew 5:17 Do not think that I came to 
abolish the Law or the Prophets; I did not 
come to abolish, but to fulfill [them]. 

13. T    F    Jesus received our sins and the 
punishment we deserve.                                   
1 Peter 2:24 [Jesus] bore our sins in His body 

on the cross...                                                       
1 John 2:2 [Jesus] is the propitiation [He 

received God’s wrath] for our sins… 

14. T    F    Since our good works cannot save us, 
God saved us through Jesus!               
Ephesians 2:8-9 For by grace you have been 
saved through faith [in Jesus]; and that not 
of yourselves, it is the gift of God; not as a 
result of works, that no one should boast.    
Titus 3:5 [God] saved us, not on the basis of 
deeds which we have done in righteousness, 
but according to His mercy... 

15. T    F    Jesus is the only way to heaven.       
Acts 4:12 …there is salvation in no one else; 
for there is no other name under heaven 
[besides Jesus] that has been given among 
men, by which we must be saved.                                           
John 14:6  Jesus said… I am the way, and the 
truth, and the life; no one comes to the 
Father, but through Me. 

16. T    F    Eternal life is through a personal 
relationship with Jesus as Savior!      
Matthew 7:22-23 [Jesus said:] Many will say 
to Me on that day, “Lord, Lord, did we not 
prophesy in Your name, and in Your name 
cast out demons, and in Your name perform 
many miracles?”  And then I will declare to 
them, “I never knew you; depart from Me…” 
John 17:3 [Jesus prayed:] “This is eternal life, 
that they may know You, the only true God, 
and Jesus Christ whom You have sent.” 

17. T    F    God sees us as righteous through our 
faith in Jesus for eternal life.                             
2 Corinthians 5:21 He [God the Father] made 
Him [Jesus] who knew no sin to be sin on our 
behalf, that we might become the 
righteousness of God ⹄ through faith⹅ in Him. 

18. T    F    Each person is either for or against 
Jesus; it is impossible to be neutral.   
Matthew 12:30 [Jesus said:] “He who is not 
with Me is against Me…” 

19. T    F    God desires all to be saved.         
Ezekiel 18:32 “For I have no pleasure in the 
death of anyone who dies,” declares the Lord 
God.  “Therefore, repent and live.”                 
1 Timothy 2:3 …God our Savior 4 …desires all 
men to be saved and to come to the 
knowledge of the truth. 

20. T    F    God is waiting for more to repent.         
2 Peter 3:9 The Lord is not slow about His 
promise [to return], as some count slowness, 
but is patient toward you, not wishing for 
any to perish but for all to come to 
repentance [sorrow for sin and trust in Jesus]. 

21. T    F    Someday it will be too late to receive 
God’s gift of salvation.                                         
Isaiah 55:6 Seek the Lord while He may be 
found; Call upon Him while He is near. 

22. T    F    Jesus’ return will be unexpected; 
many people will be unprepared.                    
1 Thessalonians 5:2 For you yourselves know 
full well that the day of the Lord will come 
just like a thief in the night.                          
Matthew 24:37-39 …the coming of the Son 
of Man will be just like the days of Noah.  For 
as in those days which were before the flood 
they were eating and drinking, they were 
marrying and giving in marriage, until the 
day that Noah entered the ark, and they did 
not understand until the flood came and 
took them all away; so shall the coming of 
the Son of Man be. 

23. T    F    All who, by God’s grace, continue in 
Jesus to the end will be saved.                                              
Matthew 10:22 …it is the one who has 
endured to the end who will be saved.          
Philippians 1:6 …I am sure of this, that [God] 
who began a good work in you will bring it to 
completion at the day of Jesus Christ.
