Introduction 

Becoming a confirmed Lutheran is merely 

one step in our life-long growth as Christians.

When Should Youth Begin? 

I think it depends on the maturity of the 

youth; some may be ready as early as fifth 

grade, for others it may be more beneficial 

to wait until sixth or seventh grade.  A way 

to test for readiness is for parents and 

students to work together to learn the 

contents of this brochure.  Then ask yourself:  

How did that go?  Does my child seem 

ready?  Are we both ready to begin this 

important adventure in Christian growth?

� Third Article – Sanctification:              

I believe in the Holy Spirit; the holy 

Christian church, the communion of 

saints; the forgiveness of sins; the 

resurrection of the body; and the life 

everlasting.

� Our Father, who art in 

heaven, hallowed be Thy name, Thy 

kingdom come, Thy will be done on 

earth as it is in heaven.  Give us this 

day our daily bread; and forgive us 

our trespasses as we forgive those 

who trespass against us; and lead us 

not into temptation, but deliver us 

from evil.  For thine is the kingdom 

and the power and the glory forever 

and ever.  Amen.
